CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS
6. Description of the contract

The general objective of the project “Back to the future” is to apply the new approches in development of renewable energy resources, which are important for improvement of life conditions in the border area of Serbia and Romania. By installation of geothermal system for heating and cooling at the Primary school "Dr Jovan Cvijić" in Zrenjanin it will be set up environment protection as a main projects goal through the effect on reduction of CO2 emission, natural resources saving, optimisation of material and product from ecology prospect. Thus, the contract shall provide the conditions for the chosen contractor to perform the works well and in accordance to technical documentation and valid legal regulations. The contract shall oblige the chosen contractor to perform high quality works in every single phase until technical acceptance and submission on the use.  
7. Number and titles of lots

Tender is not divided into lots.
TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) or tenderers which are established in a Member States of the European Union or in a country or territory of the regions covered and/or authorised by the specific instruments applicable to the IPA programme under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below).  All works, supplies and services under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. Participation is also open to international organisations. The participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.

9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender. Tenders for parts of a tender will not be considered. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of 3,500.00 EUR when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer(s) upon signature of the contract by all parties.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
1. Economic and financial capacity of candidate:

1. The average annual turnover of the tenderer in the past 3 years (2008, 2009 and 2010) must be at least EUR 900,000.00 (nine hundred thousand euro). If the turnover is not submitted in euro, the exchange rate applied is the average exchange rate of the year concerned (2008, 2009 and 2010) in accordance with the Inforeuro (http://ec.europa.eu/budget/inforeuro/). 

2. The tenderer must have access to sufficient credit and other financial facilities to cover the required cash flow for the duration of the contract. In any case, the amount of credit available must exceed the equivalent of EUR 150,000.00 (one hundred fifty thousand euro).
In the case of a tender submitted by a consortium the economic and financial criteria required under items 1.1 and 1.2 must be fulfilled as following:

- the leader must meet minimum 60%, and

- the consortium as a whole must meet 100% of the above mentioned criteria.

2. Professional capacity of candidate:
The tenderer must have minimum 30 workers employed.
The candidate's key personnel (Form 4.6.1.2 and Form 4.6.1.3) must be composed of at the least one following profile:
Site Engineer:

He/she will be in charge of all organisation, logistics and works' execution of the

site and will be present on site full time.

- He/she must have a University degree in mechanical engineering;

- He/she must have very good knowledge of the English language;
- He/she must have license No. 430 Head contractor for thermodynamics, thermal power, process and gas engineering;

- He/she must have worked at least 5 years as mechanical engineer,

- He/she must have worked as Contractor's Site Engineer or equivalent position in at least 1 similar project with a value at least equal to that of the tenderer's offer during the last 3 years.
3. Technical capacity of candidate:

1. The tenderer must have successfully completed, over the last 3 (three) years (timing ending on the deadline for submission of this tender) at least 1 (one) works contracts of similar complexity and similar value. 

The tenderer shall present copies of the respective certificates of provisional acceptance or equivalent signed by the supervisors and contracting authority of the projects concerned. 
2. The tenderer must possess the minimum machineries and equipment necessary to carry out the works related to the construction of buildings such as:
–  Geothermal drilling machine
The geothermal drilling machine must drill down to 490 ft. (149 m) with 5- to 6-in. (12.7 to 15 cm) down-the-hole equipment. The rotation units should offer speeds of up to 125 rpm and torque of up to 4,200 ft. lbs. for optimal penetration. Add to that a pull length of 12.8 ft. (3.9 m), and the rotation unit should effortlessly lift the drill string up, out of the hole. This rotation unit should have a floating spindle that keeps the wear of the rod thread to a minimum. The geothermal drilling machine can have an “off hole shift function,” which by use of hydraulic cylinder moves the rotation unit sideways, all for free access to the drill center and easy “hole service.” In geothermal applications this could be installation of collector hoses.

For recovery of casings, the geothermal drilling machine should be equipped with a lifting device designed with a lifting capacity of 26,500 lbs. (12,020 kg) and a variety of jaws to handle most common casings used in geothermal applications.

-  Injection Pumps
Injection Pumps - compact flush and grout pumps specifically dedicated to construction site operation. They must be particularly suited for the pumping and grouting of bentonite and cement slurries or other solids slurries. They will be used in the main construction works for purposes such as: 
1. Grouting of cement slurries in geothermy;

2. Pumping of bentonite slurries for lubrication in pipe jacking;

3. Flushing, grouting and post-grouting with cement slurries during anchor grouting;

4. Pumping of bentonite slurries for mud drilling;

5. Pumping of slurries for lubrication in tunnelling
3. The tenderer must carry out at least 70% of the contract works by own resources, which means that it must have the equipment, materials, human and financial resources necessary to enable it to carry out that percentage of the contract.
4. If it is the lead member of a joint venture/consortium, it must have the ability to carry out at least 50% of the contract works by its own means.
An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacities of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. Some examples of when it may not be considered appropriate by the Contracting Authority are when the tender rely in majority on the capacities of other entities or when they rely on key criteria. If the tender rely on other entities it must prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary for performance of the contract, for example by producing an undertaking on the part of those entities to place those resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator. Furthermore, the data for this third entity for the relevant selection criterion should be included in the tender in a separate document. Proof of the capacity will also have to be furnished when requested by the Contracting Authority.
